Rules, Scoring, Information and Events

Rules:

· All play is from the white tees. 

· In most cases, ground under repair is marked, but if you have a question, confer with your opponents. 

· You are allowed to roll the ball in your own fairway to gain relief from damaged areas.

(Recent wet weather and humidity have caused some fairway damage)

· If ball in bunker is under water, move to dry spot in bunker, no nearer the hole. Loose impediments, rocks, stones, etc. may be moved only after consulting with opponents.

· Relief may be taken from casual water after consulting with opponent. 

· Please pay close attention to areas staked white or red to ensure you play the O.B. or Hazard situation properly. 

·  Ditch to the right of 13 is now a hazard and not a free lift.

·  Play from drop areas in front of 7 and 15 if tee ball is hit into water. 

· All USGA rules apply. If you have a questionable ruling, play a second ball, record both scores as per rule 3-3 and we can verify the ruling when you come in. 

Scoring:

· Each 9-hole match is worth a total of 20 points. 
· 2 points is awarded for each hole won
· 1 point is awarded for each hole halved
· Winner of match is awarded 2 additional points

· All play is scratch within each flight. 

· To expedite play, please pick up when you are out of the hole, or your partner has secured the better ball score. 

· The team listed first on the scorecard in each match will have honors on opening hole.
· Score can be kept by either team but must be attested by each team at the end of the 9-hole match. 

· Return scorecards immediately to scoring area for processing and updating of scores.

Information:

· You will all play seven (7), 9-hole matches versus the other teams in your flight.

· Tie breakers will be based on head to head competition within flight first, then record against highest ranked teams in flight. 

·  At the conclusion of these matches, the top two ranked teams in each flight will compete in an 18-hole Championship match. All prior points are now gone, it is a straight up match to determine the Flight winner. 

· The teams ranked in 3rd and 4th places will compete in an 18-hole match to determine 3rd and 4th place finishers.

· Teams ranked in places 5th through 8th will compete in an 18-hole Nicklaus Flight Net and Gross event. Tiebreakers by using score on most difficult handicap holes until tie is broken. 

Events:

· On Thursday, please complete the putting competition the first time you pass number 9. 

· Pot of Gold Chipping Competition Thursday Night

· On Thursday and Friday, there will be qualifying for the Long Drive and the Par 3 Shootout competition. 

Putting Competition- Each player will take 2 putts on the practice green as they pass #9 on Thursday. We will record the closest putt from each team member. The top 5 teams with the shortest total team distances will compete Thursday at 6pm in the putting championship. Once again, each team member will hit two putts each and register the best individual distances to determine the best team distance and the overall winners. 

Pot of Gold Competition- Will be held Thursday evening following Putting competition. Open to all players. Meet on the back of the #1 tee. Bring some cash. 

Long Drive Competition- We will have a qualifying sign in the fairway on #4 on Thursday and on #16 on Friday. Do not move the signs. Please list your name if you hit it past the sign and are in the fairway. This is an individual competition. We will have a regular and a Senior (55 and over) competition Friday at 4:15 on the #10 tee. Each player will hit 3 drives and the longest drive in the fairway will be the winner. 

Par 3 Shootout- We will take the two closest to the pin finishers on holes #2 and #11 on Thursday and the two closest to the pin finishers on #7 and #15 on Friday. 

Eight teams will compete in the par 3 Shootout on Friday from 5-6pm. Each team will get three shots at the Par 3 #7 hole. It is your choice as to who hits 2 shots and who hits one shot among your team. There will be pari-mutuel wagering available.
